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In Zigoti which is about 50 km away form Kampala, the 
capital city of Uganda, 46 AIDS-orphans lived together on ex-
tremely close quarters. They are cared for by Ian. The 22 year 
old used to live on the street himself. Together with Grace 
and Francis, the owners of the ramshackle house in which 
the orphans and themselves lived, he tries his very best to 
help these children. 
But there were and still are an awful lot of problems: 
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So the children have to sleep on the floor without mattresses 
and mosquito nets.

Stefan Pleger who has been engaged in Africa for many years 
for aid organisations (especially for Doctors without Boar-
ders) got to know Ian and the project in January of 2008.
�
�INDERN�EINE�CHANCE� then was brought into being 
together with other dedicated Tyroleans to be able to funda-
mentally help these orphans in Zigoti.
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Currently the drinking water is being taken from a polluted 
tarn. By building a rainwater reservoir the children should 
be able to have access to clean drinking water in the near 
future.
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Again and again there are unforeseen expenditures, espe-
cially concerning health issues. 
Just recently 8 children came down with Malaria; of course 
the appropriate medical treatment had to be financed. Some 
of the kids suffer from skin diseases – as a result of the bad 
sanitary conditions – which could be cured if enough money 
was at hand.
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By establishing a small pig breed and by expanding the 
existing agriculture, the project should supply itself with 
food in the long run.
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Similar to Gertrud who is suffering from AIDS many 
mothers don’t have the ability to care for themselves and 
their children after their husbands have died. We want to 
specifically support the school attendance for children 
from these families.
