Health care:

We provide health care through the HIV positive living
programme, especially targeting HIV positive children and
young mothers. Our volunteers and employees regularly
visit those participating in the programme, providing them
with special nutrition. In addition, we finance their trans-
port to hospitals for health checks and have established a
medical emergency fund to respond rapidly if immediate
help is needed.

The history of A CHANCE FOR CHILDREN

It all started in 2008, when our founder, Stefan Pleger, met a

group of orphans in the small village of Zigoti and decided to
help improve their lives. Shortly afterwards, with support from
Austria, we were able to build the first accommodation, their

living conditions improved and we enrolled them in school.

The initial group of 40 children has now grown to 1,100 students
supported by A CHANCE FOR CHILDREN. Our NGO built

and operates nine schools and five nursery schools, including
facilities for disabled children. Furthermore, we have established
educational farms and workshops, we have set up a programme
for HIV-positive children and mothers, a food programme for
7,500 children in public schools, and a medical emergency fund.
But one thing has not changed. Our work relies entirely on volun-
teers, which ensures that every single Euro donated to

A CHANCE FOR CHILDREN is spent on children in Uganda.
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Our work in Uganda

Schools: Our work started with student sponsorships, and
these sponsorships continue to make it possible for many
disadvantaged children to attend school. With a monthly
contribution of 10 EUR, we are able to pay the school fees for
one child and pay for its uniform, meals and pens and paper. To
address the needs of children living in remote areas, A CHAN-
CE FOR CHILDREN built nine schools, five nursery schools,
and professional training centres for carpenters, shoemakers,
metal-workers and tailors.

Additionally, we initiated the Porridge Programme in public
schools to provide 7,500 children with a daily meal. Further-
more, the School Support Network supports infrastructure
extensions at these schools by supplying school desks, water
reservoirs and sanitation facilities. This support is conditional
on compliance with quality standards.

Children with disabilities: The work with disabled children
has evolved as another central element of our work: In March
2012 we opened the Christoph Betterman boarding school,
where some 50 severely disabled children are taken care of.
The extension of the school will provide space for another
100 children. The school also provides intensive physio- and
ergotherapy for disabled children from surrounding villages.

Additionally, A CHANCE FOR CHILDREN operates a school
for deaf children.
